3. SEPARATE CERTIFICATIONS
3.1. 	If part of the course, student must successfully complete mandatory certification course prior to receiving a program issued course completion certificate:
3.1.1. EMT-Bs must acquire CPR card (BLS for healthcare providers) and will complete 	the NREMT examination upon program completion
3.1.2. EMT-Cs and Ps must maintain CPR (BLS for healthcare providers) and acquire 	Advanced Cardiac Life Support (ACLS)
3.1.3. CNA Students will complete the RI State Boards for CNA Licensure
3.1.4. EMT and CNA Students have one year from their program start date to complete 	the program per State guidelines.
3.1.5. Certified Phlebotomy Technician, EKG Technician, Cardio phlebotomy 	Technician, Certified Medical Assistant, Medical Coding and Billing, Patient 	Care Technician, and other Allied Health programs (excluding CAN)  are required 	to complete the National Health Career Association Certification exam within 6 	months of course completion in order to complete the program.
3.1.6. Students must complete their respective program within one year of the program 	start date in order to assure medical and technical skills are retained and student 	is prepared for NHA testing and safe delivery of care.
3.1.7. Students who do not complete their respective program modules within the one 	year time frame, may be required to re-test to demonstrate competence, take a 	refresher to update skills or repeat the respective module at their own expense.
